campfire.  Due to the extremely dry conditions and 
lack of rain, the Fire Department is urging you to 
prepare your home for wildfires.  High fire danger is 
expected to continue throughout the year, especially 
with the drought.  Because of these current 
conditions, they are recommending that you be 
diligent in protecting your home and family by 
creating and maintaining a defensible space on your 
property.  Tips to consider: 
¶ Power tools should be used early in the morning 

when temperatures are low and humidity is up. 

¶ Make evacuation plans with family members. 
Plan escape routes from your home and 
neighborhood and designate an emergency 
meeting place for your family to reunite. 

¶ Store all important papers in a fireproof safe. 

¶ Assemble a Disaster Supply Kit with items you 
may need if advised to evacuate. Store supplies 
in sturdy, easy-to-carry containers such as 
backpacks, duffle bags or bins.
